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Foreword by the editor

For A. de Gobineau, the first great thinker of the decadence of civilizations, this would be due essentially to racial mixing: "the word degenerate, applying to a people," he writes, must mean and signifies that this people no longer exists. 'has more the intrinsic value than formerly it had, because it no longer has in its veins the same blood, whose successive alloys have gradually modified the value; in other words, that with the same name, it did not keep the same race as its founders. »Exposed by J. Evola in Le Mythe du sang, this thesis, because it places the biological fact at the foundation of all greatness and also of all decadence, could not find favor with the Italian writer. If it does not disagree that racial mixing is systematically destructive,unless it occurs between certain specific ethnicities belonging to the same race, he asserts in Revolt against the modern world that it is illusory to think that "the mixing and the subsequent 'poisoning' of the blood constitutes ... the primary cause of the decline of a civilization ”and that this illusion“ brings down the notion of civilization to a biological and naturalistic level… Race, blood, hereditary purity of blood are only “material” factors. A civilization in the true sense, that is to say traditional, is born only when a force of a higher order, supernatural and no longer natural acts on this matter ... The deterioration and decline of civilizations are due to a fact of the same order, even if it acts in the opposite direction, degenerative.When a race has lost touch with the only thing that is stable and can bring stability - with the world of “being”; when, therefore, was lost that which, in a race, forms the most subtle element, but at the same time the most essential, namely the inner race, the race of the spirit, in relation to which the race of the body and the race of the soul are only manifestations and means of expression, then the collective organisms which it has formed, whatever their size and their power, inevitably descend into the world of contingency: they are at the mercy of the irrational, of the changing, of the “historical”, of what is conditioned from below and from without. In The Problem of Decadence, where the racial factor is not taken into account in examining the problem in question,he declares that "The only active and determining cause of the mystery of decadence, of the destruction of tradition" lies in "the terrible force, inherent in man, to use freedom in the sense of spiritual destruction, to reject anything that can guarantee it a supernatural dignity ”. And this "decision" is taken "on a metaphysical level".
Then inevitably the following question arises: what could possibly push the white man to use freedom destructively? No strictly internal cause can account for this "decision". Otherwise, it would be necessary to think that the mind as it is metaphysical can be self-destructive. Is it conceivable? Trying to explain the process of decadence by an external cause is no more satisfying. Indeed, this would amount to admitting that what is complete can be influenced and affected by what is incomplete, that what has its principle in itself can come to submit to the law of what has its principle outside of itself.
Even those who believe that racial mixing is at the root of the decline face this seemingly intractable problem, whether they have a purely biological conception of race or not; that, therefore, they conceive of racial mixing as the mere biological transmission from one generation to the next of incompatible genetic factors which determine individual characteristics, or admit that it is accompanied by the transmission of incompatible elements of order psychic and perhaps ("maybe", because such elements seem not to enter into the composition of most white-skinned individuals who live today) of a spiritual, "solar" order.
One and the other cannot avoid, unless they lack consistency, to wonder what, in a very remote time, when the white man was still pure of all hybridization, could well have grown for the first time a tall blond dolichocephalic with blue eyes, that is to say a pure Aryan (this term is used here in the typological sense), to commit a crime against the race, by uniting with a person of another race. Needless to say, no one has the answer to this question.
Many questions seem difficult, if not impossible, to answer because they are poorly asked. Let us therefore try a reformulation: in a very remote period, what could have grown for the first time a tall blond dolichocephalic with blue eyes, that is to say a pure Aryan (this term is used here in typological sense), to unite with a person of another race?

Introducing the translator

The Babylonian Woe is a study of the origin of certain banking practices and their effects on the events of ancient history, written in light of the present day. She explains that during the most remote eras for which written records have been preserved, in the days of Babylon and even before, a so-called monetary science undoubtedly existed, being then, as nowadays, nothing more than an instrument through which its cynical and concealed masters knowingly influenced the destinies of individuals, nations and empires to lead them to glory (material and temporary) or final disaster.
The foreword points out the scarcity and paucity of academic works dealing with, as far as ancient civilizations are concerned, monetary systems, their units of exchange, and those who have control over the raw materials necessary for the creation of these units of exchange, create them and put them into circulation.
Originally, the sovereign decided on the (national) monetary system. The creation of units of exchange, their putting into circulation and the extraction or manufacture of their support was the monopoly of public institutions under its control.
The sovereign, for certain reasons, ends up imposing a monetary system based on the coins in precious metals, this decision being quickly supported by the belief in the superiority of the precious metals as support of the currency of exchange because of their scarcity.
This ousting of the old national system and its replacement by another international one whose foundation is the precious metal puts it at the mercy of bullion merchants, especially if the country does not have mines of this precious metal.
The International Monetary Power becomes master of the mines and the slave trade, which allows it to monopolize the extraction of precious metals and the production of ingots.
The system of money creation and circulation of money passes from the hands of the rulers, who used it in the interest of society, to those of a group of individuals acting in the shadows, who go on use to gradually and indirectly take control of the company.
The International Monetary Power, by its intrigues, is responsible according to the author of many wars, which aim to further consolidate its power and eliminate its enemies. Its goal is world hegemony, under the guise of "Progress".
In The Beginning Was The Word  : There was already a clear conception of abstract currency units in Mesopotamia in the fourth millennium BC. J.-C.
There necessarily existed a conspiracy relating to the taxation of precious metals as the sole and universal currency of exchange, which alone could be regarded as having monetary value.
The temples of Mesopotamia were the first banks to lend at interest. The currency consisting of silver coins was partly replaced by letters of credit.
The counterfeiters of letters of credit, which they use like money itself, manage to emancipate themselves from the temples and may become lenders. A connivance of the priesthood with these counterfeiters is established.
The Temple And The Counting House : Semitic foreigners, who flock to Greece in the 1st millennium, failing to be able to directly corrupt the king, use the priesthood to achieve their ends. The Greek temples, which owe their existence to the ancient Pelasgian, and therefore non-Indo-European, cult of the mother goddess became branches of their activities and hubs for the trafficking of slaves and ingots.
The temples, including that of Delos, thanks to the many offerings made to them, become very rich, which allows them to be important centers of finance (banks of loans and deposits for individuals and governments) and trade (slaves and bullion). They are therefore no more than the outposts of International Monetary Power in the hands of corrupt priests, whom merchants and bankers use as straw men. The temple of Delos becomes a mecca for currency exchange and credit, controlled by the Semites who draw their financial sophistication from the Semitic world. These allow them to lend more money than they have on deposit.
In the third century, Delos became the main center of international monetary power in the eastern Mediterranean thanks to an influx of money from northern Greece. It controls most of Greek financial affairs.
It is said that Athens also certainly had a large sum of money (6,000 silver talents) hidden in the Acropolis, serving as a reserve for bankers and being useful to them to make believe that all the clay facsimiles in circulation had a silver equivalent in the Acropolis, while these were just a kind of private currency created and issued by them.
Per Me Dei Regnant!  : At the end of the 2nd millennium, Sumer is destroyed by the Semitic invasions.
In the first half of the 1st millennium, banking activities in the “Middle East”, including the creation and circulation of money, passed from the hands of temple priests to those of a private group of individuals.
The kings of Mycenae and Troy, by accepting the international monetary system based on precious metals, had reduced themselves to mere pawns and their kingdoms were under the control of the International Monetary Power.
Agamemnon, by his golden mask, proves that at least a number of the Hellenic rulers of his time had been corrupted by the idea that gold equated to power.
The International Monetary Power, by its control of the trade in ingots and slaves, exercises a hold over the industries, and in particular the arms industry, which it sells to the belligerents. Wars, in turn, allow the International Monetary Power to buy new slaves to supply its industries.
Rings made of precious metals were used by the Egyptians, Hebrews and Mycenaeans as currency.
The International Monetary Power is arming the Peoples of the Sea in the hope that they will subjugate Egypt, which it covets. They will be defeated in Perirê.
The Left Hand of Dawn : A credit system had been developed in Greece in the Mycenaean cities before the adoption of silver coins, probably as a tool of Babylonian finance which lends "promises to pay" and collects coins. It is used to buy arms and luxury goods from Mesopotamia and Syria, to industry controlled by the International Monetary Power. The many weapons of the Achaeans used in their war against Egypt indicate an armament by Babylon and its satellites.
The Dorians attack the Achaeans and their victories reduce or eliminate the hold of Babylonian finance on Greece. It will be reestablished through the Phoenician "counters" and the establishment of a monetary system based on coins in precious metals. In this regard, most of the Greek mines were first exploited by the Phoenicians.
Semitic refugees, allegedly fleeing the wars waged by the Assyrian Empire, taught the Hellenes the basics of the monetary system based on precious metals and credit, which allowed their establishment. Handicrafts are transformed into mass manufacturing production, long known in the Semitic world. From this follows the appearance of wage labor. The aristocracy, corrupted by the lure of profit brought by the new monetary system, seized land. Peasants consequently go into exile in the cities. They become wage slaves in mines and factories.
Blood, Sorrow, And Silver  : 1500 years before the invention of precious metal coins in Mesopotamia, silver was already used as a monetary standard.
At the beginning of the 1st millennium BC, silver coins became a common means of payment in the Near East.
The new monetary system in place throughout the Near and Middle East is responsible for civilizational instability which results in the rapid succession of several empires.
Assyria is the armed wing of the International Monetary Power. With the Assyrian conquests, credit and the slave trade developed, as well as bills of exchange and receipts. Wars are necessary to fuel the slave market; in fact, the expansion of mining and industrial activities demanded more slaves.
The wars, started by the International Monetary Power, have four goals:
- Loot the precious metal reserves of cities that are not yet fully subdued.
- Destroy the traditional foundations of the societies that the International Monetary Power wants to conquer.
- Impose its monetary system.
- To appropriate more slaves who will work in its industry, in particular in its mines.
Cyrus, supported by the International Monetary Power, defeats Croesus, who offended him by deciding that the currency would be issued by the State.
The captivity of the Hebrews in Babylon allows them to become familiar with its financial system.
Babylon, Banking, And Bullion : The Aramaeans who took refuge in Greece from 933 BC brought with them the monetary system that was used in Babylon. This will then be taxed in Greece, which makes it enter the Babylonian money market.
In pre-Solonian Greece, the new monetary system is responsible for an increasing indebtedness of the people, which allows the Babylonian International Monetary Power to seize Athens, in particular thanks to the expropriations, and to transform its people into slaves because of unpaid debts, with the complicity of a corrupt aristocracy. Bankers (trapezitae), lending promises of payments and collecting silver coins, can then buy slaves and inexpensive goods.
Solon's monetary reforms come at the expense of the International Monetary Authority as they tend to remove Athens from the Babylonian money market, although the silver coins are kept as currency. The reforms allow Athenian manufacturers to find money and manpower and prohibit expropriation and enslavement for unpaid debt. Nevertheless, the laws of Solon grant Athenian citizenship to any free person who came to settle in Athens to do manual labor. In this, he could have been under the influence of the International Monetary Power.
The International Monetary Power fomented the Persian wars in order to regain its hold on Greece but failed.
Phrygia, Finance, And Front Man : The Assyrian conquests are responsible for a profusion of the circulation of ingots in the Middle East.
Phrygia is reputed to provide the best weapons. Lydia (which borders or is part of Phrygia) thus recovers ingots in exchange for weapons. Lydia, rich in ingots, is a refuge for the International Monetary Power.
In Greece, refugees from the Middle East bring their industry with them, leading to a transformation of peasant kingdoms into “industrial” kingdoms. In parallel with the industrialization of Greece, a monetary economy is developing based on silver coins, also imported by these foreigners, and which causes the extension of the International Monetary Power in Greece. The free men and the Greek slaves of the cities then join the factories of the new Semite foreigners who call themselves Greeks and come to bear Greek names. They may be able to obtain citizenship. The first bankers, foreigners named trapezitae, are emerging. They specialize in currency exchange, deposits, lending at interest, third party payment and business assistance. Before Solon's laws, those who could not pay their debt were expropriated, enslaved, and then served in the factories of foreign Semites.
The nefarious influence of trapezitae and other Semitic foreigners results in the weakening of the aristocracy and royalty and the development of democracy and tyranny in Athens.
Tyrant And Trapezitae  : The new entrepreneurs, manufacturers and merchants of foreign origin, who impose themselves through slavery and wage labor, are the agents of trapezitae, who themselves serve the International Monetary Power of Babylonian origin. Their activities lead to disturbances which result in the coming to power of tyrants. The tyrants, once in power, promote and use the monetary system based on silver coins to gain control over their enemies and tend to destroy the old traditional society, first of all royalty and the aristocracy, to impose one more in accordance with the aims of the International Monetary Power. The tyrant is the more or less unconscious instrument of it.
The Jews, after their arrival in Holland in 1593, continued to control the bullion trade, taking advantage of the commercial activities of this country and the links they kept with Portugal and Spain. The dispersion of ingots in Europe allows banking activities to develop throughout Europe. Amsterdam becomes the financial (Jewish) capital of Europe.
King Charles I, partially hampering the activities of the International Monetary Power, is finally eliminated by his enemies, at the head of which is Oliver Cromwell, supported by Jewish finance. Cromwell then becomes the tyrant of England, the straw man of "high" Jewish finance which authorizes the recolonization of England by the Jews.
The Rothschilds prohibit the creation of national money in the English colonies. They must now borrow from the Bank of England, that is to say from one of the Rothschild banks.
The Jewish banker Jacob Schiff, as well as other “American” and “British” bankers, financed the revolution of 1917. The revolutionaries would then credit Kuhn, Loeb, and Company, the company of Jacob Schiff, with 600 million euros. gold rubles.
Potsherds And Other Fragments : The "liberal" laws promulgated by Solon and his successors deprive the ancient families of Attica of their powers and prerogatives. The shadow of power is in the hands of demagogues and democrats.
Following them, the tyrant is responsible for the total monetization of the state, land and labor. Tyranny corresponds to the development of mining activities for precious metals. The state now owes its existence to the bankers and their clique of entrepreneurs, manufacturers and merchants.
The great public works of the tyrants aim to create a national debt which allows the International Monetary Power to take control of the country. The peasants abandon the land to participate in major works as employees. Once these are over, they come to form an idle “proletariat”. This can be manipulated by the agents of monetary power, in particular to get rid of the aristocracy and then the tyrant once the monetary power no longer needs him.
Pergamum And Pitane  : Philétairos, manager of the alleged fortune of 9000 talents of Pergamon, makes himself master of Pitane and Cyzique thanks to loans.
The International Monetary Power, by its control of the temples, influences the oracles and therefore the outbreak of wars. Such wars are necessary for the maintenance of its great (arms) industry and the enrichment of its treasury, as well as its supply of slaves. They also allow him to multiply abstract money loans that must be repaid with precious metals.
The wars of Alexander the Great are responsible for the transfer of precious metals from his empire to the reserves of money changers and bankers, through merchants.
Voices From The Dust : In Rome, before Numa Pompilius, a currency of leather and ostrakina (made of shells and pottery) was used according to the Souda. It may also be that clay or wood was used.
Then comes a silver currency instituted by the Etruscan Servius Tullius which puts Rome at the mercy of the International Monetary Power. The inherent flaws in this become apparent:
- Mining is only profitable by using slaves. When there is no war, they cannot be replaced easily.
- The mines are running out.
- Coins are withdrawn from circulation to be hoarded (in particular by the International Monetary Authority), especially in times of unrest. Even in peacetime, merchants can take silver coins abroad.
These are the reasons why Rome sets up the Aes grave in 338, the national bronze coin. The extraction of precious metals is prohibited and that of bronze becomes a state monopoly.
In Greece, before the establishment of monetary systems based on precious metals and whose units came to be created and issued by individuals, there were alternative monetary systems whose units were created and issued by the state, the extraction of materials as well as the manufacture of supports being a state monopoly.
A depletion of Athens silver currency occurs due to its trade deficit. It is gradually replaced by the clay facsimiles of bankers, accepted in the same way as silver coins. This allows bankers to become private creators and issuers of money. Finally, the Peloponnesian War allows the triumph of the International Monetary Power in Greece with the establishment of a common monetary market.
Once in charge, bankers make sure to lend as much money as possible that only exists in their books, as a result of which business flourishes and salaries rise. This is the cause of inflation which makes foreign goods more affordable than those of manufacturers. Some manufacturers, unable to compete, go bankrupt. Bankers stop giving loans. Manufacturers, with the deterioration of their industry, come to believe that they may not be able to pay off their debts if they don't do it now. Debts that can be repaid are with precious metals. As prices have fallen sharply, the local industry, now more or less under the control of the bankers,no longer fears competition from foreign merchants and can therefore start selling again. Bankers are starting to lend as much money as possible that only exists in their books.
Sparta, The Pelanors, Wealth, And Women : This chapter is here translated.
Money Creators And The Political Control : The emergence of political parties is the result of the destruction of society by the International Monetary Power. They are instruments of it, who decides who will be elected. It is also the source of their funding. Indeed, its control over the creation and issuance of money allows it to decide who can have money.
In Greece, the Athens-based silver bullion brokers control city exchange rates. Thanks to it, bankers and merchants are able to exercise some control over the politics of these cities.
Counterfeiting currency also allows the International Monetary Authority to destroy national monetary systems.
Man Proposes But God Disposes : The objective of the International Monetary Power is the imposition of a so-called "New World Order", whose main thurifarians are (financiers) Jews. Jewish banker Paul Warburg himself said that “[w] e will have a world government. Whether you like it or not. The only question is whether it will be created by conquest or by consent ”. This is the culmination of the project of world unification advocated by Abrahamisms and their by-products which are, among others, Freemasonry, Marxism and liberalism. The descendants of the "Indo-Europeans", after having seen their civilizations be destroyed for more than three millennia, now find themselves facing their own elimination, planned by stateless "high" finance, in order to allow the tyrants of the "New Order" Global ",group of individuals separated from the rest of society, to finalize their project of world unification, especially through racial mixing. In this, the Jews, a group of cosmopolitan and stateless individuals who do not constitute a race but precisely the opposite of a race, the anti-race, because of the many mixtures from which they come, only remake the world in their image.

It should be noted that, nowadays, the finance referred to above is made up of private banks - including central banks - and the virtual money they create out of thin air by a trick pass - the signing of the contract which commits the borrower to return the borrowed sum at interest within a given period - is credit, credit at interest rate. In this regard, monetary creation by credit differs from counterfeiting only because it is legal, contractual, subject to strict accounting rules and the money it generates is virtual. In our time almost all of the money in existence has been created in this way and is therefore debt. In practice, not only is the debt irredeemable but, in addition, if it were repaid, there would be no money left.As for the phenomenon of exponential growth in debt, it is due to the fact that at a given moment, virtual money lent by private banks and which constitutes the money supply must be repaid at interest, but this interest cannot not be taken in addition to the money lent, in the money supply. How is it possible that interest is paid in this case? Because between the start date of the loan and its maturity, a third party will in turn borrow, and interest will be charged on this loan. The problem is that the third party will also have to pay the interest, and that the shortfall caused by the withdrawal of the previous borrower implies that a future borrower will have to contract a larger loan than the second, etc., hence the exponential increase in debt.This phenomenon is aggravated by the fact that the bank never reinvests all the interest paid to it and that there are individuals who lend money (which has already been borrowed) at interest. For the system of money creation by credit to continue to function, it is therefore imperative that the resulting debt increases exponentially indefinitely.
From a practical point of view, all this has four objectives:
First, to ensure a headlong rush to delay as much as possible the financial and economic collapse of Europe by lending more and more indefinitely to repay previous loans (i).
Second, to overcome all the whims of a shapeless populace by allowing them to contract loans at will.
Third, to allow Rothschild & Cie. (a non-exhaustive American list is available at http://pascasher.blogspot.com/2011/10/les-grandes-fortunes-familiales-qui.html(ii)) to have indirect power over the "states" (boards of directors and bank branches), businesses and individuals, all in the most democratic way in the world, whether Democrats like it or not.
Finally, to grant huge loans - which will never be repaid - to individuals to enable them to acquire businesses (example: http://www.jeune-nation.com/societe/economie-social/20975-loligarque- juif-drahi-despite-a-debt-of-33-billion-continues-to-plunder-the French-economy.html ).
Anyway, to approach the economic field, from a higher point of view, the two economic totalitarianisms that are liberal capitalism and communism were only a pretext for, concerning the first, in a sense , grant the right to private property - or at least to the illusion of private property - to those who, by their very nature, should not be entitled to it; with regard to the second, in the opposite direction, removing the right to private property from those who should be entitled to it, this being for them only a means of making their wealth shine externally, in the material world interior (iii). In this, this reversal is fully in line with the "So the last will be the first, and the first will be the last." (Matthew, 20:16) Judeo-Christian.
While it is admittedly common knowledge that modern communism, as theorized by Karl Mordechai (Marx) and his successors, is largely of Jewish origin, as well as modern capitalism (iv), it is less well known that their roots are more generally Semites. Thus, for example, “[o] n can find precursors of the modern stock market in Islam: there was not only capitalist affairs in the funduq., but also business activities typical of modern commodity exchanges, that is, the trade in goods not present on the market but which would be delivered later. Dates were legally sold at auction before they were ripe and harvested. Even the wholesale of all types of tuberous vegetables such as onions, garlic, carrots, turnips, radishes and colocasia took place before the production was taken from the ground - that is, say, before the merchant saw the harvest. According to many jurists this was legal. (V) (vi) Now, it is from these practices, and more generally from the abstract worldview of the Semites, that financial capitalism arose. Thus, in Europe, with industrial and agricultural mass production,which has antecedents in the Song dynasty and in the "medieval" Islamic world and is opposed to traditional crafts and agriculture, succeed the deindustrialization, the destruction of agriculture, the perpetual rise of the tertiary sector at the expense of secondary and primary sectors, the virtualization of the economy and mass unemployment, all for the greater benefit of said financial capitalism, and therefore of the plutocracy.
Who says continuous economic and commercial growth and endless entrepreneurship (the “quest” of homo œconomicus), speaks of the need to simplify and speed up financial transactions as well as to have ever larger amounts of money in circulation. This implies, on the one hand, the gradual dematerialization of money - until its virtualization - and, on the other hand, the putting into circulation of an ever greater quantity of money (a phenomenon itself amplified by the loss of value induced by its dematerialization). In turn, these two prerequisites can only be achieved by the teratological expansion of finance - of Semitic origin - which, like a cancerous tumor, continues to develop to the detriment of productive activities - and to coincide ever more strongly with the economy itself.However, this state of affairs does not mean that paper money - of Chinese origin -, in itself a step towards the virtualization of money, is led to disappear completely. Indeed, for certain reasons, it remains prized by the rabble from above and, moreover, is necessary for the functioning of the underground economy which is developing as the Afro-Asianization of Europe progresses ( vii).
All this should be compared with the economic success of the Third Reich, a state in which the economy, subordinated to politics, had regained the secondary place it has always had in any state governed by Nordic principles (viii).

It has been for some time, whether out of a desire to mislead or out of cowardice, if not out of panurgism, in vogue to recommend the purchase (of securities) of gold. Below are listed the reasons why this is not a good choice.
- There are generally several securities for the same ingot.
- Many gold bars are tungsten filled, when it is not gold plated tungsten bars. So while “high” finance prompts people to buy tungsten-filled gold, it is buying back their pure gold. Pure gold that it can then remelt or replant on tungsten ingots to then resell them by passing them off as pure gold.
- Gold - and more generally precious metals - constitutes the international currency par excellence, in opposition to a national monetary system. In this, it is an instrument of stateless “high” finance, which owns it and uses it to its advantage.
- The price of gold is manipulated by "high" finance, which varies it in its interest.
- Speculators sell gold when it is worth a lot and buy it back when it is worth little.
- All the gold in the world covers only a tiny fraction of the world's money supply.
- In practice, gold is unusable as a means of payment and its possession in times of unrest is not recommended.

The husband could not stop her either by threats, even if, in his fury, he broke her teeth with a blow of a stone, or by soft words, even if she was seated in the midst of his guests; but she does not stop uttering her useless cries.
The other, the Olympians kneaded it with earth, and it is a being with an obtuse spirit that they gave to man; for such a woman knows neither good nor evil; in fact of work, she knows only one, to eat; and if the divinity has had a harsh winter, she does not even know how to bring her seat closer to the fire.
The other was born from the sea and she knows two attitudes in her heart: sometimes she laughs, joyfully, all day long, and the guest who sees her, in his house, will praise her: "There is no not, in all the human species, of a woman preferable to this one, nor of more beautiful ”; sometimes one could not bear either her sight or her approach: she is terribly furious, like a bitch around her young; bitter and disagreeable to all, she treats her friends as enemies. It is thus that the sea, often calm and favorable, is the joy of sailors in the summer season; but often she is furious and lifted up in roaring waves. This is what this woman's character looks like: she has the versatile nature of the sea.
The other was born of an ashen-colored and often beaten donkey; necessity and threats scarcely suffice to make him do all his work painfully; she eats all the time, night, day, in the back of her room or by the fireplace. Likewise, for works of love, she gives herself to the first comer.
The other was born of a weasel: an unhappy and lamentable race. In her, in fact, there is nothing beautiful, nothing desirable, no pleasure, no charm; she is incapable of Aphrodite's work and makes the man near her nauseated. By concealing herself, she does her neighbors much harm, and she eats the offerings before the sacrifice.
The other was born from a mare with a beautiful mane; she cannot endure servile labor, nor adversity; she could neither touch the grindstone, nor raise the sieve, nor throw garbage out of the house, nor, for fear of soot, sit near the oven; it is out of necessity that she spare herself the friendship of her husband; she bathes every day twice and even three times; she is covered with perfumes; she wears well-groomed, abundant hair, hidden under the flowers: a charming object that such a woman does for strangers, but for the husband it is a plague, unless he is a monarch or a king who glorifies himself in 'such an adornment.
The other was born from a monkey: here is created, by a master's hand, the greatest plague that Zeus gave to men as a companion; ugliness is on his face; such a woman, when she goes through the streets of the city, is the laughing stock of everyone; on his stocky neck, his head hardly moves; her buttocks are flat and she has skin on her bones. Unhappy, the husband who hugs this villainous being! She knows all the tricks, all the tricks, like the monkey; she doesn't like to laugh. She wouldn't think of forcing someone, on the contrary, she sees only one thing, she has only one preoccupation all day long: to find a way to do all the harm possible.
The other was born from the bee; this one, happy who possesses it, because it is the only one which does not deserve any criticism. Through it, life thrives flourishing. Loving her husband and loved by him, she grows old, after having given him a beautiful and noble descent. She stands out among all other women and a divine grace envelops her person. She has no pleasure in sitting among those who speak licentiously. Such women, so good and so wise, are gifts of favor bestowed by Zeus on men.
But all the other species that have been discussed are also inventions of Zeus, and they dwell among men. For this is the greatest plague that Zeus created, women. It is at the very moment when they appear to be of some use that they do the greatest damage to the husband; for he who is responsible for a wife cannot spend a whole day in joy, and he will have difficulty driving out of his house hunger, this enemy lodged under his roof, this malevolent divinity. When the husband thinks he enjoys, in his house, a happiness imparted by the gods or granted by men, the wife finds reproaches to make and stands up for battle. In the house where there is a woman, even the guest who has come to visit cannot find a warm welcome;and it is precisely the one who seems the wisest that does the worst outrage. The husband admires him, speechless, but the neighbors have fun seeing how much he is wrong. Each, in his mind, will praise his wife and blame that of others; but we do not understand that we are all equally divided.
This is, in fact, the greatest of the plagues created by Zeus, the indestructible bond with which he has hindered us; and this is how many men went down to Hades fighting for a woman ...

Semonide of Amorgos, On women .

Sparta, of all the Greek states, is one of those which best resisted, during Antiquity, the invasion of the International Monetary Power, the circulation of precious metals and all the debilitating factors which derive from it. However, the promulgation of the laws of Lycurgus in Sparta, allegedly in the 9th century BC. AD, but in fact, according to archaeologists, at the beginning of the 6th century BC. AD (1), seems to show that all the evils which result from the excessive freedom granted to the International Monetary Power had already been experienced and had already provoked a reaction among the people as a whole. The laws of Lycurgus were aimed at removing forever the main causes of the disease of greed and selfishness that was devouring from within the class of Dorian overlords of the Peloponnese.Here are the steps he took to that end, as Plutarch describes them (2):
“To eliminate any kind of inequality, he also undertook to divide up movable property. But, foreseeing that it would be difficult to do so if he removed them openly, he took another path, and indirectly attacked greed. He began by abolishing all gold and silver coins, allowed only iron coins, and gave coins of great weight such a modest value that, to place a sum of ten min. whole room, and a wagon drawn by two oxen to drag her. This new currency, once put into circulation, banished all injustices from Sparta: in fact, had someone wanted to steal, steal or receive as the price of his crime what it was impossible for him to hide, including possession could not excite envy, and who, torn to pieces, was no longer good for anything? Because,when this iron had been reddened in the fire, the coin acceptors soaked it, it is said, by order, in vinegar, in order to remove its strength and stiffness, and to render it useless to all: this iron, thus soaked, could no longer be beaten or forged.
Then he banished from Sparta all the frivolous and superfluous arts; and, even if he had not driven them out, most of them would have fallen with the old currency, the craftsmen no longer finding the sale of their works; for the news was not current among the other peoples of Greece, who paid no attention to it, and who even did not care. Thus the Spartans could not buy any kind of foreign goods; he did not even board a merchant vessel in their ports. One saw in Laconia neither sophist, nor fortune-teller, nor charlatan, nor slave trader, nor silversmith, nor jeweler, because there was no money which could attract them. Hence luxury, stripped of all that inflames it and serves as food, withers and falls of itself;those who had the most goods had no advantage over the poor; wealth, having no outlet in the public, necessarily remained useless in the interior of houses. "(3)

Plutarch, of course, lived in a city and at a time when all wealth was valued in precious metals. It is needless to say that, in order for the true sovereign, that is to say the local power creator of money, to cooperate in the publication of his works, Plutarch wisely followed this trend, which was undoubtedly inspired in Athens. , to ridicule Spartan customs, a trend which is still followed today by many so-called academics. Sparta, at the beginning of the first millennium, had realized that the precious metal currency was in fact part of an international scam.Sparta also became aware of the destructive forces inherent in the activities of the people who had created it and of the foreign luxury merchants whom they supported and financed with the aim of debilitating the people and thus making their secret hegemony absolute. Destroy all racial pride in this people, to which they had clung like bloodsuckers, shattering their will to resist by making them obsess over pleasure, this is how they intended to go about achieving their ends. “The excavations of the British School at Athens on the site of the city of Sparta reveal the flourishing state of the arts and productions made, if not entirely by the Laconian workers themselves, at least by foreign artists, who were welcomed and encouraged to exercise their trades, free from the gruesome suspicion which would weigh on foreigners in later eras. "(4)

The so-called Spartan way of life arose from the need to always be ready for war, whether war, made certain by the definitive rejection of the Spartans from International Monetary Power, was declared to them by a foreign power, or whether it was a internal war; that is to say an insurrection, which was just as certain and derived from the same causes.

As archaeological discoveries indicate, King Theopompe started the First Messenian War (736-716 BC) for the same reasons that push any State that is under the control of Monetary Power to war. International: defense of the armaments industry and other long-term objectives of the International Monetary Power. The length of the war indicates that the Messenians and the Spartans had equal access to the international arms industry. Armies cannot be mobilized and engaged in protracted conflicts if they are not properly financed by international trade and if they do not have easy access to the best weapons and equipment; and it is clear that the Messenians did not lack it […] This war was useful,as it was the objective most dear to the International Monetary Power, to reduce the power of kings: “The first and second Messenian wars were both followed by constitutional crises. The first agreement was a victory of the Spartan peers over the kings and a limitation of royal prerogatives and powers. (5) Here is what would have characterized the progression of the International Monetary Power in its insidious takeover of any state or civilization. “[…] The crisis after the Second Messene War was, at least within the ranks of the Spartans themselves, a democratic crisis, if that very questionable term can be used here. "(6) The long duration of the Second Messene War indicates that it had the same root cause as the first war of conquest:the extension of the favors of the International Monetary Power to both parties, both to the insurgents and to Sparta. The second Messenian war allowed the International Monetary Power to achieve a certain number of its objectives, but not that of establishing total "democracy", that is to say the absolute reign of the international banking fraternity. Lycurgus, to a man who insisted on making Sparta a democratic state, replied: "So start by establishing it in your house." Without a doubt an appropriate answer!

We must not forget the recrimination of Théognis, admirer of Sparta, visiting the Lacedaemonian city from his birthplace of Megara, whose goal, in the political field, was to prevent a return of tyranny to her home, because she sheds light on the situation in Sparta and on what put Lycurgus in power:
“The merchants reign supreme, they are the superiors of the bad lord. This is the lesson that everyone should perfectly retain […] ”(7) (8)

As for the Lycurgus reforms, there is no doubt - archaeological finds such as those of Dr. Blakeway prove it overwhelmingly - that they were made, as stated above, as a result of the Second Messene War, that is to say between 600 BC. AD and 550 BC. AD; nor is there any doubt - these same findings also show it - their cause and the forces against which they were directed.
“He demonstrated from archaeological evidence that between 600 BC. AD and 550 BC. AD, foreign imports to Sparta practically ceased. Corinthian pottery which had been common in Sparta at the beginning of the Proto-Corinthian period became exceedingly rare after around 600 BC. BC Ivory, amber, Egyptian scarabs and Phoenician goods were no longer available there before 550 BC. AD and the same is true for gold and silver jewelry. "(9)

There is no doubt that at the very beginning of the 6th century BC. AD, the Spartans completely excluded Sparta from the international money market, which controlled the rest of Greece through money and gold currency, as well as the practices of bankers. They also banned foreign trade in their city because it similarly destroyed the way of life they wished to preserve.

Plutarch, who does not take the iron money of Sparta very seriously, says that it took a wagon drawn by two oxen to transport small sums of it. Let's not take it too seriously. His testimony was part of the endless stream of propaganda that Athens - indeed it is probable that Athens was the source - poured out against everything reminiscent of the past, particularly the customs of Sparta. While it is true that pelanors were so heavy that it was impossible to pass them easily from hand to hand, it can reasonably be assumed that they denoted wealth in much the same way as the rings of Peter's. Uap and the ancient civilization of the Indus Valley (10) and that they served more or less as a reserve;the currency in circulation would have been like the leather banknotes which the Souda indicates circulated in Lacedaemon, just as the currency in circulation in Uap was necklaces of shells, similar to theTekaroro from the Gilbert Islands. (11). It may also be that this was a system whose origins had been lost in ancient times and was related to the system that existed in Europe during the 4th millennium BC. AD (12). On the other hand, it is clear that the spondylus had a greater importance than that of "object of prestige" which is attributed to it and that it served as currency, like other shells all over the world.

Sparta was indeed fortunate in having considerable reserves of iron ore, the main deposits being located at Cape Malay and the Taenarum promontory (13). Thus, thanks to both her money and her weapons, she was independent and did not need foreign aid. The laws of Lycurgus prohibiting the importation of money and international trade, participated directly in the maintenance of this warrior spirit and this racial and national pride that the Spartans had cultivated during the trials they had passed through in the long Messenian wars, and which made them the saviors of the other Greek cities in Thermopylae and even of Carthage at the end of the First Punic War (255 BC), when Regulus' army encamped in front of the city was destroyed by Xanthippe the Spartan (14)

The very fact that the power of the kings had been undermined by the First Messene War, even though they remained the absolute leaders of the people at war, was a blessing. History has shown that the center around which the International Monetary Power immediately gravitates when it enters a people who live in accordance with the natural order is the summit, that is to say the king himself, either directly, or through the priesthood. As the king approves and is even in cahoots with the plotters, the peoples whose very souls lean towards him as if he were the Lord's anointed can easily be subjugated and fill their heads with arithmetic calculations and obsessions. for their animal needs, instead of the great glory of oneness with divinity, oneness with the harmony of the universe; certainly, these peoples can be easily subjugated,instead of being the lords of their own world and dominating all other forms of life.

One of the first steps in the total appropriation of government by the International Monetary Power was the liquidation of kings and royal power. Although a king might be led to participate in bankers' intrigues by blindness, he could still wake up and realize his mistake, find that the sword was still in his hand, and take steps to regain his prerogatives. . So he had to be eliminated or forced to pay and be a puppet.

In Sparta, it seems that the promoters of this "false" democracy advocated by the International Monetary Power encountered another obstacle, namely the ephorate, whose existence was undoubtedly linked to this National Monetary Power that Sparta had instituted. , or re-instituted under the rule of Lycurgus. We can say that the main objectives of the Ephors were: "First, the need to continue to defend the country and the limitation of Spartan domination to Messinia and Laconia (in other words, no imperial aim) (15). Second, the promotion of a stable policy, which led to intervention in the fight against the Pisistratides in Athens and the expulsion of their families; thirdly,an implacable hostility to the claims of royal power in the state […] The ephorate was a deeply democratic institution which feared and fought tyranny both within and outside the borders of Lacedaemon. "(16) (17)

If we start from the principle that the tyrant was a straw man of the foreign agents of the International Monetary Power, the trapezitae , category to which certainly belonged the Pisistratides, the significance of the policies of the ephorate becomes clear; the limitation of Spartan domination to Messenia and Laconia was aimed at making these two regions an area which could bring the Spartans complete economic freedom, allow them to be self-sufficient and, above all, to maintain their fashion of life and its source, their national monetary system.

The intervention in Athens and the total opposition to the Pisistratids were obviously explained by the relentless pressure exerted by the Athenian Monetary Authority, a branch of the International Monetary Authority, on Sparta, which had ridiculed the power of the accounting rooms of the centers. international financial institutions and had established a model that would become an inspiration to others. The ephorate's hostility to royal power was motivated by the fact that the ephors understood that the maintenance of their national life depended on their ability to ensure that the kings, not more than the people they represented (18) , do not yield to the flattery of the International Monetary Power, for which a weak and misguided king is always, alas, an easy prey. However, Archidamos' remark,King of Sparta at the start of the "great" Peloponnesian War, reveals that from that time, in 428 BC. The corrupting forces that swept through Babylon with their immediate agents had surely re-entered Sparta to some extent.
“And war is not so much a question of weaponry as of the money that makes this weaponry effective. »(19)
In his speech to his own people, Archidamos also warns them that a spoils of war of 6000 talents would have been deposited by the Athenians in the Acropolis. Both of these statements show that the king had no idea what the national currency issue was and prove just how right the ephors were to exercise control over royalty. Archidamos was a close friend of Pericles, descendant of the Alcméonides, whose destiny, as Greek history has shown, is to have always been closely linked to the International Monetary Power.

During the period in which the national motto of Sparta maintained its integrity, it is safe to say that the Spartan, as far as it is possible that true freedom exists, was a free man. Indeed, it is more than likely that the helots were much freer than the working classes are today; and certainly freer than the classes that worked in the more or less mass production chains of other Greek cities, whose monetary systems were almost all, whether they were fiduciary and established by the state or not, at the mercy bankers and therefore manipulators of the value of ingots and slaves, whatever their centers, which are generally assumed to be Babylon and its outposts,Lydia and Naucratis in the Nile delta, Phenicia, Athens, Cyzicus and Colchis and many other cities well placed to trade with the rest of the world.

This simple monetary system, which did not encourage luxury peddlers, matchmakers or pornographers to ridicule the life of the people, created and regulated by a benevolent state, where money was undoubtedly circulated with care and attention for the benefit of the well-being and the power of the nation, helped to make the Spartans an independent and vigorous people who had the greatest contempt for the madness of gold which was rife elsewhere. They were an example from which other great peoples benefited, notably the Romans. They lived with the feeling that they were far superior to the Athenians, who, while they had money in abundance, before the silver mines of Laurium were exhausted,suffered deeply from the control that the International Monetary Power exercised over their political life throughtrapezitae .

History provides a lot of information on the means of touching, collecting and spending money, but none on the shadowy individuals who strike the coins and, as happens in "democracies" bankers, put it into circulation.

There is nothing to determine when the International Monetary Power once again entered Sparta. But the attitude of King Archidamos suggests that he was already very influential there at the beginning of the Peloponnesian War, and it is safe to say that in order to win the war, which could only be done for the benefit of the International Monetary Power, Sparta had to make concessions on almost the entire line. The final victory over Athens and its empire, which put an end to the war, allowed the international bullion and slave traders to achieve their goals as surely as a definitive defeat. As we remember, laxness and luxury had started to prevail in Rome after the Second Punic War,following the concessions that the Senate had made to the international traders of ingots and slaves, to be able to rearm the Roman armies after the battle of Cannes and, finally, to drive Hannibal out of Italy and defeat him on his own territory; and, in twenty-five years, the Romans had become a debauched mob and greedy for money (20), but retained their power, thanks to thefoederati .

The same causes produced the same effects in Sparta after the Peloponnesian War (21), even if it was not until twenty-five years later, in 371 BC. AD, that the Spartan phalanx, softened to the core, was massacred by Epaminondas the Theban in Leuctra and never regained the momentum that had enabled it to emerge victorious from hundreds of battles, because no people more than the Spartans were then undermined by the corrupting diseases of the madness of money and the liberalism that accompanies it.

That, around 360 BC. AD, the ancient monetary system that had been the basis of the ethos of the Spartans of Thermopylae was little more than a memory, this is what the following quote from Alexander Del Mar reveals. :
“The crime of Gilippus, in 360 BC. AD and the decree that was proposed after it had been discovered, "one must not receive in the city any gold or silver currency, but stick to that of the country [a currency of iron. Ed] ”shows that as the state weakened and lost credit, gold and silver coins, at or near face value, gradually crept into circulation. The fact that the decree was not promulgated shows that iron money could no longer be used at the time. "(22)

In other words, the damage that had been done to Sparta and its people by a ruler who had turned a blind eye to the trading of precious metals, the resurgence of international trade and no doubt the holding of deposits in banks Athenians, a leader who, moreover, had failed to attack with intransigence those who opposed the Pelanors, either by counterfeiting or by speculation, were irreparable. It seems that this time it was no longer possible to go back.

Thus, if Sparta, having apparently lost its old strength and renounced the principles which had made it independent, ends up giving in to the relentless pressure of the Athenian money market, or, to put it better, of the international money market, Athens, in part for reasons which we have explained elsewhere, was only a shadow of itself, so much so that, as the exhaustion of its mines was imminent, it lost its monetary power and the "confidence" essential to its maintenance. A center of the slave trade and, as such, under the thumb of the bankers, Athens was no more than a name. As had happened to the Romans during the time of the civil wars, its original people had disappeared in a mass of freed slaves and immigrants, the "temporary residents",who now constituted a large part of the Athenian population, to whose leaders the journalist Xenophon obviously served as a cover, when he proposed that the special taxes be abolished for foreigners, who at the same time were not obliged to make the military service (23). On the Spartan currency re-introduced under the patronage of Lycurgus, Ernest Babelon, the famous French numismatist of the 19th century, wrote:
“Long after the use of currency had been widespread throughout the Hellenic world, Sparta continued, by tradition , to use iron ingots as intermediaries of exchanges. These ingots were known as pastry cake; they each weighed an eginetic mine, and to transport only six, that is to say, about 4,536 kilogr., a wagon drawn by two oxen was needed. This information, provided by Xenophon and Plutarch, is consistent with what was happening in central Italy where bulky bronze ingots were transported on carts: aes grave plaustris quidam convehentes, says Livy. There were all kinds of fables circulating about the famous pelanor of Sparta, which seems to have remained in use until the time of the Persian wars: it was said, for example, that the iron intended to make this currency was unfit for any other use. , and made brittle by an operation which consisted in making it redden in the fire and then soaking it in vinegar. All we need to remember here is that the iron ingots. […] In the rigid capital of Laconia, the use of these iron ingots was, it seems, exclusive, and every citizen was forbidden, under pain of death, to own another currency. […]
When Epaminondas died he was so poor that no one found in his house, for any fortune, an old iron pelanor. In Thebes, the homeland of Epaminondas, where the currency was known and struck early, the pelanor found in the hero's house could only have a superstitious character. This will surprise us all the less since from the 7th century, Phidon, king of Argos, when he minted the first silver coins of Aegina, and that he introduced in the Peloponnese a regular system of weights and measures , withdrew from circulation the old iron brooches that had served as currency until then, and consecrated a number of ex-voto copies in the sanctuary of Hera, in Argos. In Aristotle's time, we still saw in the temple, with the dedicatory inscription of Phidon,these ancient pelanors who had taken on a religious character and were, like the Tenedian bipennes at Delphi, the object of veneration as much as of the curiosity of all. "(24)

Babelon's attitude, whatever his science, nevertheless reflected the sufficiency of bankers at the end of the last century, which was based on the idea that, given the fortune that had been theirs in the previous century, their millennium had finally come.
For him, money is the precious metal and the precious metal is money. Although they are not lacking in interest, his information, a rehash of certain texts by Xenophon the journalist and Plutarch, does not enlighten us any further. Although more than two millennia have passed, precious metal currency and its promoters still rule, despite the fact that a dozen great kingdoms and empires have arisen at their behest and crumbled at their behest. If Babelon had seen the shadow hiding behind the throne, he would have closed his eyes and turned his head away!

There is no doubt that Lycurgus re-established this national monetary system because he had realized the harmful effects of the madness of gold and silver and the deadly consequences of the operations of the trapezitae.or bankers on the ethos and the existence of the nation. Precious metal coins were a currency the circulation of which the state could in no way fully control, due to the attraction that precious metals exerted around the world. In the general silver bullion market, it was the material which, whether the state used it to make coins or otherwise, produced a currency that always had value, regardless of local conventions. . Its value was dictated by the arbitrary decisions of the international fraternity that controlled its mining, the slaves who mined it, and by the manipulation of that abstract pyramid of currency they subsequently built, the political affairs of states.

The currency introduced in Sparta had value only for the Spartans. Although no document exists on this subject, one can reasonably assume that the pelanors and the small and large leather denominations of which the Souda speaks were put into circulation to fight against the debt of the State, which considerably reduced the amount of taxes, this scourge which brutally destroys peoples. Dipped in vinegar just after being red hot, they looked so parchment and insignificant that they were worthless for any use other than that for which they were intended. The use of this national currency was the force that enabled Sparta to rule Hellas until the end of the Peloponnesian War,although the decline had started with the execution of the great general Pausanias (25) by the ephors in 479 BC. J.-C…; she was also the one who necessarily dictated to him his policy of extirpating tyrannies; the tyrant was always the representative of the agents of the international forces who had the upper hand over money creation through the control of precious metals. One might be tempted to assume that the Pelanors were a sort of "iron greenback" system. Although they shared traits with the “greenbacks” in that they represented the Spartans' absolute will to exist (26), assuming their weight was high, well, as shown below. above, they were perhaps more akin to the very old monetary system of which the stone rings of Uap are one of the last vestiges.

A healthy people who were in complete control of their state and existence would have had little reason to accumulate large sums of money, which are little more than numbers in the banker's register. Instead, they had land, which was their heritage and therefore nothing could push them to become bankers.
In Sparta, as formerly in Carthage, the men ate their meals together. The Spartans truly despised luxury. They did not seek to live a simple life, their simple life was the natural result of the monetary system that had been created to enable them to live better and righteous lives and which preserved them from the encroachments of the liberalizing, debilitating and debt-creating force. international trade and its destructive effects on the esprit de corps of any particular race or people foolish enough to let the promoters of international trade do as they see fit.

Although it has been said that in the days following the enactment of Lycurge's laws and monetary reforms, the precious metals seized during the war were deposited with the Arcadians, this is what Augustus Boeckh said. happened to gold and silver in Sparta during the following period:
“For several generations Sparta absorbed a large quantity of precious metals; as in Aesop's fable, or saw traces of entry, but no exit; this was mainly due to the fact that the State had the custom of keeping gold and silver locked up, and of using them only for war or for external enterprises; individuals also amassed it in spite of the laws. "(27)

Xenophon declared that Lycurgus granted the privilege of citizenship to all who observed what the laws imposed, even the fragile and the poor; which meant that no Spartan would be deprived, because of his economic situation, of the meal ( syssition) in which he was entitled to participate. Xenophon lived in Sparta and wrote before the loss of Messinia. Aristotle, who reported that those who could not pay their taxes were deprived of their civic and political rights, wrote after Sparta lost Messenia in 370 BC. J. - C., that, it is almost certain, it would have been penetrated by the bankers of Piraeus and that they had taken control of the fiscal affairs of Lacedaemon, not to say that the corrupt government of the city, ready to accept all humiliations to escape total ruin, had put them in their hands. Weakened by the "great" war of the Peloponnese, which she had won only in appearance; paralyzed by the concessions it had already made to international bankers (now based at the Persian court),in order to be able to acquire the ships which it desperately needed, Sparta collapsed militarily at Leuctra, never to rise again. Persia, following the Treaty of Miletus in 412 BC. J.-C, granted Sparta a loan of 5,000 talents for the construction of ships, but it would not have granted it to him, if Lacedaemon had not made major concessions, such as, probably, the repeal of the Spartan edicts. prohibiting the stay of foreign traders, etc. on Spartan territory. It did not take long for these merchants, once they were allowed to enter Sparta, to undermine the ethos of what had been Sparta, by spreading the madness of money, the taste for luxury (28) and unnatural sexual and bodily concerns. On this situation, Polybius, quoted by Humphrey Michell,wrote the following:
“[T] hen they confined their ambition to the lands of their neighbors and to the conquest of the Peloponnese, it was easy for them to get from Laconia itself as much food and weapons as they needed, having little way. to do to return home and to have provisions transported there; but, as soon as they wanted to equip fleets and carry the war with their infantry out of the Peloponnese, then they realized that neither their iron money, nor the annual exchange of fruits which had been established by Lycurgus, could not help them. suffice, and that without a common currency and foreign wealth they could do nothing. This was what forced them to beg aid from the Persians, to levy taxes on the Peloponnesians, and to put all the Greeks to work; convinced that, if they kept to the laws of Lycurgus,they would never succeed in subjugating the Greeks. "(29)

However, Sparta, as long as it had followed the laws of Lycurgus, had dominated Greece to a greater or lesser degree. As soon as it lost sight of the meaning and purpose of these laws, it became one small state among many; an agency controlled underground by international banks through the manipulation of silver and gold bars that formed the basis of its currency; each man, preoccupied with his own needs and greed, aimlessly followed the golden bubble which was the illusion of the "wealth" of the bankers. The old order and what had given Sparta its strength and ethos were soon destroyed by the promotion of foreigners and the lower classes as well as that of the helots, Spartans in name but not in race;and also by the fact that women were encouraged to abandon their subordinate place in life, which was an insidious attack on the natural order of the home, from which sprang the natural order of life she -even.

The time of Aristotle, whose harsh realities some authors have noted, was no more realistic than the time of Xenophon. It was rather less so. It was the time of the triumph of international interests which had armed and incited the Messenian helots to revolt in an earlier era and thus decided the Spartans to accept the legal structures advocated by Lycurgus, to the detriment of their ease, rather than knowing the same fate as most of the other Greek states, which had become a paradise for foreign currency manipulators, a paradise where, as Theognis of Megara had said: "The merchants reign supreme, they are the superiors of the bad lord. This is the lesson that everyone should perfectly retain […] ”

As the first discoveries of clay facsimiles of precious metal money seem to date from the middle of the 5th century BC. AD (30), we can assume that, in one way or another, either through the Spartans authorized to reside in Athens, or through these Spartan mercenaries who roamed the world at the looking for a job, preceded by their reputation as experts in the field of weapon handling, the desire to own more things than their neighbor was slowly instilled in them. Perhaps the Spartan mercenaries, who still demanded to be paid in international currencies in gold and silver, on their way back via Athens,had been deftly manipulated into depositing their wages in silver or gold with the bankers of Piraeus - where he could earn interest - and that they brought home only the equivalent in terracotta coins of the funds which were on their account, thereby circumventing Spartan laws on the possession of gold and silver.

At the time when the International Monetary Power had regained control of Sparta, one of the most remarkable cases of the incurable disease of the tissues of their racial ethos was that of these Homoioi who seemed to have been downgraded and no longer able to participate in these great meals that were the syssitiones , places of shaping of the esprit de corps that was Sparta. Academics have various explanations for the appearance of these rightsless Spartans, apparently known as hypomeiones . The reason is quite clear. Their downgrading was the direct consequence of the discrimination that the banker exercises in his favor perfectly, once he is able to create the currency of a country.

Probably after the Peloponnesian War and certainly after the Battle of Leuctra in 371 BC. AD, the bankers, their newfound place, would have, following a practice they knew well, that certain families, which this breed instinctively grasped that they could still put a stick in the wheels, were dispossessed in one way or another. The banker decided that money would now be the sine qua non for admission to the syssitia . The bankers had no trouble ensuring that these people, whose downgrading they were planning, were deprived of everything (31). It is clear that at this time, as the cost of syssitia, was valued in silver currency and that foreign bankers controlled the issuance of silver currency, those with regard to whom these bankers had no particularly favorable disposition and whom they dispossessed by mortgages and foreclosures , no longer having the means to pay, were marginalized. In addition, from before the reign of Cleomenes III (228-219 BC), the declassified saw those who had been their helots acquire honors and the wealth created from scratch by the bankers (32) s' actually sit in their place at the syssitia . They no longer wanted to fight for a lost cause.

The Spartan, whether he was rich or poor (in land), at the time of the national currency, had been the social equal of all the other Spartans (33); however, the slow decline of the Spartan principle resulted above all from two quite incredible oversights in the constitution, which were the absence of any provision regarding the redistribution of wealth in certain defined intervals and, as in the Hebrew customs of the 49th year (34), the cancellation of the debt.

It goes without saying that, even in the era of the national currency, these omissions must have resulted in a certain economic inequality (35); but, apart from the rapid increase in economic inequality after the return of the bankers, which certainly followed the "great" Peloponnesian War, which destroyed the natural order of Spartan man's life as master of the household and of the family was the disintegration of the caste system, which Sparta had previously developed to a certain degree and within which each man knew his place in the order of society.

In this Spartan society in which women had always enjoyed considerable freedom from their Athenian sisters, control of wealth, whatever its nature, largely passed into the hands of women (36). There is no doubt that, as is the case today, they were more concerned with "hoarding" than caring for their husbands, ensuring offspring and raising their children.
“Two-fifths of the land and wealth fell into their hands, simply because they had become heirs; and this wealth they used in extravagant fashion, maintaining racehorses which they proudly exhibited at the Olympics, expensive crews and fine clothing. They interfered in the affairs of state and exercised undue influence over the conduct of government. "(37) (38)

In such a society, this layer of wealthy women all too often has no respect for men as such. Although they may not have been classified as hetaerae , which, after all, had been useful to men, they led a public life very similar to that of the hetaerae .

These women, their heads full of figures, infatuated with themselves, would have been most useful to the foreign forces of money, which, in order to achieve their ends, always sought the assistance of corrupt and malleable people. Women, if they are rarely corrupted in the same way as men can be, are malleable, due to their natural need to take refuge behind what seems to them to be strength; and the arrogant Monetary Power could appear to them as something like that. The Lacedaemonians, at least those who were still alive, disoriented by the new liberalization program of the bankers who had regained control of the state, were practically reduced to slavery; the Lacedaemonians sought the protection they needed in what appeared to be the new force,as shapeless and brutal as she could have been.

In societies such as today's in Europe, do the professional borrowers who constitute the bulk of the population, especially in France, which has become the laboratory of "state capitalism" in Western Europe ( seehttp://www.vedegylet.hu/fejkrit/szvggyujt/schmidt_frenchCapitalism.pdf ), after de Gaulle had put his communist allies at the head of most French institutions and large companies, are sure that they are really private owners?
Communism, in the lineage of early Christianity, advocated the substitution of private property by collective property, including the collectivization of the means of production and the distribution of consumer goods according to individual needs; and, as we know, needs can be created at will; to be able to meet one's needs, one needs a salary, or at least a source of income; since current wages allow borrowers less and less to meet their needs, a solution had to be found, and it has in fact been found, "to support consumption": this consists in passing laws which make the purchase of certain things and the use of certain obligatory services, preferably under humanitarian or utilitarian pretexts.Few years ago,The Interdepartmental Committee on Road Safety Board decided to make compulsory the presence of a safety vest and a warning triangle (in addition to the warning lights) in each vehicle. “Failure to comply with these rules results in a fine of € 135.
