It is time to gather material about the great betrayal. Firstly,
because those in Germany who are interested are using legislation that serves their purposes
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to gag the people so that they can no longer accuse those
who betrayed them to the enemy in their struggle. Secondly
Secondly, because the great cover-up operation will soon begin. Then
those who still today make claims, profess “resistance1 against the
Reich and even demand recognition for it, will soon no longer want to have been part of it.

Since my last article in “Nation Europa,” I have been inundated with letters trying to explain to me how poorly I understand the Third Reich.

To avoid further correspondence on this matter, I am publishing
a letter to an old school friend.
“My dear friend! I received the brochure “Traitors or Patriots,”
read it, and threw it in the trash. Its final fate depends on the whim
of my garbage collector.
However inglorious that may be, it will still serve a better purpose than the one for which it was intended.

As you know, I am first and foremost an African, but for me, my
fatherland is part of a European community in which Germany is the
heartland. This belief has already cost me my entire economic
economic position. In the First World War, I did not possess many material possessions
that I could sacrifice; but I came uncomfortably close to a
court martial. In September 1939, within 24 hours, I exchanged
the position of one of the most influential ministers in the British Empire
to that of an outlaw who had to save his family from the mob by fleeing to a remote
farm. Today, at the age of 62, I am trying for the third time to
gain a position of which my grandchildren can one day be proud.
And now, as the consequences of the destruction of the Third Reich are gradually
becoming apparent even to the most stupid, should I allow myself to be told that I
have been a gullible fool? Should I allow myself to be taught this by people who are themselves convicted traitors? No!
We also had traitors in the Boer War, people who, after the victory,
the British, wanted to defend their treason with highly moral considerations.
We gave them all the same answer. We advised them
to follow the example of their great predecessor Judas and buy themselves a
rope.
I hope this letter will not affect our old friendship
, but certain things must be said as clearly as human language allows.

i Loch during World War II, a book appeared in London that
has since become a real rarity. It probably never came to the attention of the German people, as it was quickly snapped up by interested parties.
Its title: Fritz Max Cahn, Men against Hitler, with an introduction by Wythe Williams, published by Jarrolds Publishers (London, Paternoster Row, F. C. 4). This book does not give a publication date, but the introduction by Wythe Williams states that it was published in 1945.
The book is a collection of letters written by Fritz Max Cahn to his brother, who was a member of the Jewish community in Berlin.
The letters describe the persecution of Jews in Berlin during the Nazi regime and the author's efforts to save his brother and other Jews.
Wythe Williams, published by Jarrolds Publishers (London, Pater-
noster House, Paternoster Row, F. C. 4). This book does not indicate a year of publication,
but the introduction, written by Mr. Wythe Williams (incidentally, the first
correspondent of the anti-German Daily Mail, who was sent to Berlin by its owner
Lord Northcliffe after the First World War World War I),
is dated May 1939 and lists Greenwich, Connecticut, USA, as the place of publication. However, the blurb for the book refers to Mr.

the Soviet Union. He also protected the eloquent, energetic, and politically convenient Fritz Max Cahen,
who eagerly boasted of the count's support.

He would have preferred to
take Fritz Max Cahen completely into the service of the Foreign Office.
But Fritz Max Cahen refused, becoming first a correspondent for the Frankfurter
Zeitung in Copenhagen, then one of the most influential journalists in Berlin,
always in contact with large groups in the Foreign Office — where
the friendships he made there would later prove very useful to him —
and, from 1930, a leading figure in the German publishing house Matern-Verlag with enormous
influence over public opinion, which he exercised entirely from behind the scenes
. The National Socialist Party had become aware of him early on,
Dietrich Eckart had published his picture in the series “Unsere neuen Herren” (Our New Masters)
— but then he had been completely lost sight of. Because he
was trying to work from behind the scenes, he was then hardly noticed in the daily
struggle between the parties.
It is clear that Fritz Max Cahen, if only because of his ancestry,
could only be a sworn enemy of National Socialism.

As a former schoolteacher, he was
then president of the Socialist School Teachers of the Elementary Schools of Germany.

After returning to Berlin, Fritz Max Cahen created the core of the

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of about two dozen people in the rooms of one of my
best friends in Berlin, who today, like me, is forced to
live in a foreign country. He is a pure-blooded Aryan, the son of a large North German landowner and a man of high culture and extensive education.
In politics, he is one of those rare Germans who uphold the tradition of the noble revolutionary years of 1848 and represent the type of German democrats.
This secret meeting was attended by friends of mine from all parts of the country.
They included Wehrmacht officers, industrialists, commercial employees, artists—all very carefully selected. I was completely sure of every single person in this group.

I was completely sure of every
single person in this group. After I had explained
how I saw the situation in the country at that time, I asked them the very simple
question: “Do you agree with all this?” Cahen then developed
his plan: “What we must do now is not to form some kind of political party.
A political party must carry out its activities under the eyes of the
public. We must do silent work . ..
It is my firm belief that in about a year from now, the National Socialists will be in power.
We must prepare ourselves for a long underground struggle.
From today onwards, we should lay the foundations for this
— in the administrative bodies, in the Reichswehr, in the centers of economic life, among the workers — and we should act independently of the old parties.
centers of economic life, among the workers—and we should act independently of the old parties*.
These two dozen friends were, from that moment on, the core of an illegal organization that had been formed within Germany. They did not remain alone. Hundreds and thousands joined them, and despite mass arrests, torture, persecution, murder, and execution, I can say that not one of the original members was tracked down by the secret police of the Third Reich.

Since that time, we have worked tirelessly to prepare for the
underground struggle. We divided Germany into fifteen areas. Some
of my friends took over the leadership of these areas. The others served
as our liaison officers. Each of the district leaders had to find other trustworthy
men to form chains of newsmen and propagandists.
The aim of the system was to isolate the leader of each district as much as possible
. Each “helper” had the task of organizing at his own risk.
Everyone was responsible for those he recruited. I
myself remained unknown to every member of the movement except those who had participated in the
founding meeting. On the other hand, I was the
the only one who knew the names of all the important members. From the outset,
it was strictly forbidden to establish connections with each other at the lower levels.
If it became necessary to coordinate certain actions,
this was done only within the leadership group, so that, for example, the
head of the Rhineland district had no knowledge of the personnel strength of the
movement in East Prussia. From the outset, it was necessary to limit possible
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arrests by restricting the knowledge of each individual member
to a very small group. Later, I will describe in detail the fierce struggle that has been fought between our organization and Hitler's secret police since 1933. All I can say here is that never
describe in detail the fierce struggle that has been waged since 1933 between our organization
and Hitler's secret police. All I can say here
is that no written list of members, either in Germany
or abroad, has ever existed within our organization. This made
individual district leaders' work more difficult, but it also made it safer.
From the very first day, I drew up a clearly defined program of action.
It included the following points, which still apply: first, a complete
intelligence service; second, the dissemination of propaganda by all appropriate means;
means, thirdly, the slow preparation of the revolution, fourthly, unconditional
obedience to the leading authority of the movement, fifthly,
personal responsibility to the highest possible degree.
Our first concern was that our friends who were already in important positions should join Hitler's party. This was a precautionary measure to ensure that they remained in office when the regime changed. For many of them, this was a great intellectual sacrifice.

Since then, some of them
have climbed the ladder and are now in the inner circle of the national socialist party.
socialist party. Others left us. Fortunately, none of them were
sufficiently informed about our movement to be dangerous.
From the outset, we agreed on the principle that an isolated
employee in an important position was much more valuable than millions who
could only be “followers” when the time came. For example, the head
of an office in the Ministry of Economic Affairs who was able to supply us with statistics and figures
and who, at the decisive moment, through an erroneous order,
threw the well-oiled machine into confusion, infinitely more valuable than
thousands of factory workers who could supply us with all sorts of minor details
. In any case, that had to be our policy as long as the revolution was still
in the planning stage . . . The method I used to lead the movement
was successful solely because of this one consideration: to achieve the greatest
possible security for each participant by limiting as much as possible the
personal acquaintance of each individual. This attitude was
not motivated by mistrust, although I admit that in such matters mistrust
is the highest law. But the fight against betrayal is much easier than
against chance. Evil chance is in reality the most dangerous enemy of any
conspiracy. The organization of this work occupied me until the
summer of 1932.”
The necessity of concealing from at least the majority of the members of this movement

One of my “visitors,” a former officer who had been a particularly successful man in the German secret service during World War I, told me: “They are preparing to launch an attack.” And he gave him detailed information about the slowly advancing German rearmament.

attention of the National Socialist state in those days before the
war was almost entirely directed against the “left” — that the betrayal and the stab

The fact that
active forces on the right had been unnecessarily made enemies—such as

Mr. Cahen swore that he would never make use of this document except in
cases of absolute necessity.
A last breath of shame may perhaps have prompted these people

Mr. Fritz Max Cahen can be blamed the least for this.
On the contrary, his skill in underground work, his ability to impose himself on the
divergent groups of Hitler's opponents as the secret leader of the resistance
movement, to settle their disputes among themselves, and indeed
to bring the opposition to Hitler to life in many cases, demonstrate a high
revolutionary talent.

It arises from
the participation of every citizen in the state. The mere fact that someone
opposes a government, even if that government has the support of the
majority of the people, does not imply moral guilt.
All great popular movements began as the opposition of tiny minorities.
The right to opposition is an inalienable right. Hitler
made use of it, his opponents invoked it, and
the opponents of the conditions created in Germany today
can likewise exercise this right.
It is not, therefore, the fact that they opposed Hitler that is to be held against those
men of the resistance. We are not writing here
the history of this “resistance.” Rather, we are investigating whether
treason against our people and empire has been committed. Not everyone
who opposed Hitler became a traitor. There were
many who rejected some things in the Reich as Adolf Hitler had shaped it,
— but would rather have cut off their own hands than offer them for treason.
No accusation is to be made here against such people.
From the right to opposition arises the equally natural
right of resistance (jus resistentiae).
It is powerfully formulated, going back to much older, provincial legal
concepts, the “Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen” of 1793: “La
r6sistance ä l'oppression est la consequence des autres droits de l'homme.

The form of the state is irrelevant here — the
right to resist can be directed against an absolute monarchy as well as against a republic
public, against a democracy or against class rule. Whether
the state is “democratic” or not is also irrelevant — especially since
there is no more malicious and presumptuous tyranny than that of parliamentary
majorities who use all means to prevent the real will of the people
will prevail against them.
The bearer of the right of resistance is, first and foremost, every individual human being; but
also public bodies. Thus, in the course of European
history in the 17th and 18th centuries, the estates of the realm often rose up against
the encroachments of princely absolutism.
Municipalities have also been bearers of this right, for example the Swiss
cantons against the rule of the Habsburgs.
The right of resistance can be divided into the right to revolutionary association
(ius confoederationis). If the state openly commits injustice against them, the parts of the people who do not want to tolerate this injustice unite to form a revolutionary confederation. The history of Hungary and Poland, for example, is rich in examples of such confederations. Such a confederation is not a conspiracy.

Such a confederation is not a conspiracy of secretive elements,
but is lawful. In German history, for example, we have the
uprisings of the Württemberg estates against Duke Karl Alexander and
his court Jew Süß-Oppenheimer, and the uprising of the Mecklenburg estates against Duke Karl Leopold, who, as brother-in-law of Peter the Great of Russia, used Russian troops to suppress absolutism in Mecklenburg against the estates. was later caused by a series of arrests, whereupon numerous members emigrated
.” Weisenborn quotes here from a report by the
Neubeginnen: “The first secretariat was set up in March 1934 in Neuen im
Böhmerwald on the Czech side, an hour from the border.
This does not mean that the work only began then. In January 1934,
the first report was already being circulated.” This organization
also recruited volunteers from Germany for red Spain — further
proof of the close cooperation between Social Democrats and Communists

organization “Neubeginnen” (New Beginning). Parallel to this, the “Deutsche
Volksfront (People's Front), in which the communists also participated. Furthermore,
a number of mostly social democratic splinter organizations formed. Naturally
, Fritz Max Cahen established contact with them. His description
of his meeting with Otto Wels, the organizational head of the
Social Democratic Party, is telling. It is not entirely without humor
(F. M. Cahen, op. cit., p. 151 ff.): “In the spring of 1936, I went to Zurich for a few days
to see friends. On my return, as I was getting off the train in Linz
the train, Otto Wels, the president of the Social Democratic
Party, also got off.

There have been mass arrests in the Rhineland and
the Ruhr, and I've done everything I could to save those
who aren't already in prison.” I said nothing. They hadn't
yet realized that in such work, no lists of addresses or
documents with details about what was going on could be kept.
But Otto Wels seemed quite satisfied with how he was conducting his party's illegal work
: “I have always been an organizer,” he said. “I have often been offered a position in the cabinet. Fritz Ebert asked me to take over the Ministry of the Interior.
I declined. I am the man who organized the party
. I have remained loyal to this organization, even when I could have
climbed higher, and I will remain loyal to it."
Jeh looked closely at him, the fat man with the red face, the
protruding eyes, and the golden watch chain over his corpulence.

The core and center of the “Red Orchestra” was the senior government official
Arvid von Harnack, son of the famous theologian von Harnack (just as the
atomic spy Klaus Fuchs is also the son of a well-known theology professor
with pro-Communist leanings, and families of theologians are conspicuously strong in
the entire Reich traitor movement). Arvid von Harnack was a
Rockefeller scholar in the USA, where communism was all the rage after the First World War,
and became a convinced communist and admirer of the Soviet
Union; there he was also a member of the “Society for the Study of
Soviet Planned Economy,” a communist front organization. Whittaker Chambers, in his thick book of confessions, Witness Whittaker Chambers, brilliantly describes the atmosphere of this communist-fascinated youth in the US, which Arvid von Harnack also fell into. — and the next day, as instructed, she put pressure on Privy Councilor
von Scheliha — she threatened him that the receipt he had issued for the 3,000 dollars and several original telegrams from the Warsaw embassy
that he had “delivered” were in Switzerland and could fall into the hands of the
German “Abwehr” through indiscretion.

Richard Sorge was born on October 4, 1895, in Baku in the Russian Caucasus as
the son of a German engineer who was married to a Russian woman, but
had little awareness of Russia as a child because his parents
moved to Berlin when he was still young. He volunteered at the beginning of
World War I, was awarded the Iron Cross, was seriously
seriously wounded during the fighting on the Western Front, but in 1916,
after a long stay in a military hospital, he reenlisted in his regiment and was wounded again in the East.
After the war, he studied at the universities of Berlin,
Kiel, and Hamburg; he had already begun studying Karl Marx and
Marxist literature while in the military hospital, became a staunch communist at an early age, and
began to be actively involved in the Hamburg branch of the Communist Party of Germany (KPD) in October 1919.
He worked as a miner and teacher and began to promote communism with
fervent conviction. Whether he had Jewish blood
blood, whether his mother, described as “Russian,” was perhaps a Russian
Jewess, has never been properly investigated. The outward appearance of this man, who was handsome in his youth
and still good-looking in his mature years, offers no
clue as to this. General Willoughby describes him: “Dr. Sorge was tall, stocky, and strongly built by nature, and had
brown hair. His eyebrows were furrowed and dark, and he had
furrowed features. A Japanese acquaintance said of him that even a glance
at Sorge's face showed that he had lived a rough, hard life.
The cut of his eyes and the lines of his mouth spoke of arrogance
and cruelty. He was proud and arrogant, loved and admired by
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all those whose friendship he desired. Towards others
he was ruthless, and they openly despised him. Many of his Japanese press colleagues saw him as the typical boastful
and arrogant Nazi and avoided him. He was hot-tempered, a heavy drinker, and he loved variety when it came to women. He had a
wife in Russia and a second one — she was a teacher — in the United States
United States. But despite his love affairs, despite his irritability and despite his
alcoholic excesses, he never betrayed himself. Although he cultivated close relationships
with many members of the German embassy, although he drank heavily with them for years,
none of them ever suspected that he could speak a word of Russian.
Russian. In reality, he spoke Russian fluently and
also spoke English, French, and later Japanese fluently
— a very rare quality among Europeans due to the great complexity of the Japanese
language. He probably also spoke Chinese quite well. He was very well educated and possessed the two decisive qualities for political intelligence: he was industrious and he could keep his mouth shut. In 1924, he Chinese. He was very well educated and possessed the two decisive qualities

By 1924, he had already gained such a reputation among German communists that he was summoned to Moscow, removed from the German Communist Party, and
admitted to the Soviet Communist Party.
In Germany, he was later able to portray his
former communist activities as a youthful mistake — but he never in a position to really be subjected to political scrutiny.
National Socialism was not aware of the excellent system used by the
Bolsheviks of periodically investigating the past of all men in positions of leadership in the
state and eliminating all unreliable elements through “purges.” While the constant purges of the Communist Party
in Russia resembled a warship whose bottom and hull were periodically
thoroughly cleaned of algae and mussels that slowed its progress and
damaged the metal, the National Socialist
state ship ran aground due to a lack of revolutionary vigilance and because
it never carried out thorough “political X-ray examinations”* in all authorities and
bodies of public opinion, attracting more and more harmful
algae and saboteur mussels. One such harmful algae was
Dr. Richard Sorge. Even the fact that Dr. Sorge had worked for three years at the headquarters of the
Moscow Comintern, that Dimitrij Zacharowitsch Manuilskij,
member of the Central Committee of the Russian Communist Party, and Sa- lomon Aronovich Lozovsky, also a member of the Central Committee of the Russian Communist
Party, both of whom were Jews, vouched for him, apparently did not harm him later
. From 1927, he worked as a Communist agent in Scandinavia
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and England; in 1929, he succeeded in Moscow in completely separating the Soviet secret service
from its cooperation with the local Communist Party,
which had previously led to agents being “exposed” time and again.
He then switched completely to the service of the 4th Bureau, the actual
secret service of the Soviet Army. There he was deployed in East Asia.
It is indicative of his excellent knowledge of underground work
that he was careful never to be tempted to make a name for himself in active party work.
The opposition figure Ruth Fischer, for example, does not mention him at all in her knowledgeable book “Stalin and German Communism” (published by Verlag der Frankfurter Hefte), while Ossip Flechtheim, in his somewhat colorless but accurate “History of the KPD,” mentions him only in passing.

Verlag der Frankfurter Hefte), does not know him at all, Ossip Flechtheim does not mention him in his somewhat
colorless but accurate Geschichte der KPD (History of the KPD), and Franz
Borkenau, in Der europäische Kommunismus. Seine Geschichte von 1917 bis zur
Gegenwart (Francke-Verlag, Bern), which offers so much valuable information about
communism, does not even mention his name. He remained in
the shadows.
Around 1930, he arrived in Shanghai—General Willoughby describes how skillfully he worked there:
“He recruited members for his ring.” Three principles were observed:

Although the group was a motley crew, there was not a single Russian among them.
Every member belonged to the Communist Party or sympathized with it.

In 1932, Dr. Sorge was ordered to go to Tokyo—he
had already learned Japanese.
Before that, however, he went to Germany. There he became a special
correspondent for the Frankfurter Zeitung in East Asia—the left-wing
liberal newspaper, which had always been strongly committed to the Jewish cause, continued to offer shelter to many
shady agents long after the National Socialists seized power. So-called “moderate” circles succeeded
for years in keeping the Frankfurter Zeitung alive “out of consideration for foreign countries.”
. Its role as a reporting center and signal station for anti-national
socialist saboteurs deserves a separate account.
At the same time, Dr. Sorge also became a correspondent for the Amsterdam Handelsblad
— certainly not an activity that would have earned him the trust of convinced National Socialists.
national socialists. Nevertheless, apparently
without any thorough investigation of his political past, he was accepted into the NSDAP in the spring of 1933
as a member.
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He then went to Shanghai for the “Frankfurter Zeitung” and joined
the paper's existing correspondent there, Agnes
Smedley, an American woman. She, who later played a significant role in the Amerasia case in the US,
had long been working for communism.
But even this and Sorge's close connection with her seems to have been overlooked
by both the German Consulate General in Shanghai and the local branch of the
National Socialist Foreign Organization in Shanghai, and not
suspicious.
As early as 1930, Sorge had worked in Shanghai with another German communist
in the service of the 4th Office of the Red Army, the technician Max Gottfried
Friedrich Klausen. He was a specialist in the
construction and operation of secret radio stations, otherwise a rather primitive
man, a member of the Hamburg branch of the Communist Party of Germany (KPD) since 1927, then a
professional agent with the rank of major in the 4th Office. In Japan, he
set up his own company, Klausen Shokai, as a cover for his
activities as an agent, which manufactured printing presses for blueprints, and thus became
became a wealthy man on the side.
Klausen built three radio transmitters and three or
four receivers with a range of about 4000 km for his espionage work; he never worked
in the same place, but in different apartments, and his devices
were portable and could be carried in a large briefcase
, so that he could constantly change the transmission and reception rooms. The
transmissions were never written in Russian, but in German or English;
numbers were used for encryption, namely the page numbers of the Statistical Yearbook for the German Reich. Transmissions from Klausen's secret transmitter
were repeatedly intercepted by Japanese stations both on the islands and in Manchuria, but they could not make sense of them. That the secret transmitters were Germans
from Klausen were repeatedly picked up by Japanese stations both on the islands and
in Manchuria, but they could not make sense of them.
It did not occur to them that Germans could be the secret broadcasters.
Their conviction of the honesty and loyalty of the Germans

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Towards the end, his enthusiasm waned, not because his
German conscience was pricking him — the scoundrel had long since lost that — but
because his growing prosperity made him comfortable and alienated him from his communist
“ideals,” which, as with most communists, were probably based on envy
, were luring him away.
A close collaborator of Sorge and Klausen was the Japanese Hozumi Ozaki,
born on May 1, 1901, in Gifu Prefecture, a journalist with the “Taiwan Nichi-
Nichi,” a major newspaper in Formosa, later a member of the editorial staff
of the Asahi; as its reporter in Shanghai, he became involved in the circles
of young Chinese communists who gathered around the Zeitgeist bookstore
of a certain Mrs. Weidemeyer, a Jewish woman. The Zeitgeist bookstore
was a center of communist propaganda. Agnes Smedley was
a friend of Mrs. Weidemeyer; through her, Ozaki, who at that time
had become a traitor in his heart to his emperor and the Japanese Empire,
came into contact with Dr. Richard Sorge, whom he initially knew only by his
agent name “Johnson.” Ozaki now used his connections
connections to the editorial staff of the Asahi to provide Sorge with political information, first in China and then in Japan
itself. He disguised himself
very skillfully. Although he wrote many articles—he lived by his pen, and
it is not known that he ever received any significant funds from Sorge or directly from the Soviets
funds from Sorge or directly from the Soviets — and published five books on China alone,
as well as a biography in the form of a novella about Agnes Smedley
entitled “A Woman Walks Across the Earth,” he never betrayed his communist convictions with a single word.
As a clever and experienced journalist, he became a member of the geopolitical “Showa Study Society,” whose president was Prince Fumimaro Konoye, and soon rose to the position of secretary of its Chinese branch.

Finally, when the Japanese conquered Beijing in 1938 and
the Japanese Foreign Ministry (“Gaimusho”) established a fine China study society there, he became its liaison officer in Tokyo, responsible for presenting the material transmitted from Beijing to Prince Konoye, who had since become prime minister, and for advising him on matters relating to China.

In addition, he was also personally acquainted with the Prime Minister's secretaries, Henen Ushiba and Kishi. This gave him access to the very exclusive “Wednesday Society” — perhaps only by chance did it have the same name as the secret society of the same name that was active in the 1920s and 1930s.
The society was a gathering of the most influential members of the Japanese ruling elite, including the prime minister, the foreign minister, the chief of the secret police, the chief of the military intelligence service, the chief
secretaries of the Prime Minister, Henen Ushiba and Kishi.
This gave him access to the very exclusive “Wednesday Society” —
perhaps coincidentally, it had the same name as the social
meeting place of the “resistance fighters” in Berlin at the time. Its members included
number of younger officials from the Gaimusho, but also from other authorities —
they met behind closed doors and did not admit anyone who had any connection with the
police.
They met at Ushiba's, then at the Mampei Hotel, and finally even at
the home of the unsuspecting elderly statesman Prince Saionji, whose relative
was a member of the circle. The Japanese “Wednesday Society”
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consisted not of traitors, but of younger civil servants who wanted to vent their anger about their superiors among themselves,
gossip in the Japanese manner, and talk about their more or less amorous affairs
in their offices, but they were political in that they were mostly opponents
of the strong influence of the army and were somehow pro-English. They were
dissatisfied, not resisters; nevertheless, the great man of
Japanese military defense, General Doihara, watched them with suspicion; his
excellent apparatus soon noticed that under Prime Minister
Prince Konoye, news and secret information were somehow “leaking out
”; he knew that in the guise of Ozaki, who was considered an exceptionally capable man, a Soviet spy was sitting in the Wednesday Society.

. He “just had something against the ‘Oxford boys’ there.” When Prince Konoye
resigned on January 4, 1939, Ozaki lost his official advisory post,
but transferred to the research department of the South Manchurian Railway Company
and was thus able to gain access to important information about Manchuria, which was of particular interest to the Soviets.
about Manchuria, which were of particular interest to the Soviets.
Since
the South Manchurian Railway Company was in contact with the powerful steel company Mitsui-Bussan-Kaisha,
he always received the latest information about Japan's steel potential.
He was very clever, never asked directly, always acted as if he knew more than
his conversation partner, and thus coaxed everything he wanted out of him. He
became one of Sorge's most valuable sources of information because he was deeply embedded in Japan's politically
decisive apparatus.
His secret ideal was a large, proletarian Eastern Bloc formed by
Russia, China, and Japan—but he never spoke of it. He hated the Anglo-Saxons
with a vengeance and considered Germany too weak to force a world decision.
For himself, he probably envisioned a revolutionary overthrow
in Japan with the position of head of a “reorganized pro-communist
Japanese empire.”
Ozaki's role became decisive when the German invasion of
Russia in 1941 was a resounding success and the Soviet armies seemed to be collapsing before the
German troops. At that time, large Japanese circles, especially the Kwantung Army on the mainland, were convinced that Japan should now take sudden action against the Soviets. If Japan had done so, the Soviet Union would have been embroiled in a war on two fronts
and, having been caught off guard, would have been unable to deploy its reserves.

It would not have been able to withdraw a single regiment from Siberia
and would even have had to reinforce its Siberian position. In Germany,
many circles were counting on Japan to intervene, which could have been decisive for the outcome of the war.
. The pro-German groups in Japan worked diligently
towards this end. In Tokyo, there was great uncertainty as to which group
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would prevail: the majority in the naval leadership, which did not want a conflict
with the Soviet Union but, if necessary, if it could not be avoided, would accept
conflict with the US; the minority in the naval leadership, which shied away from this
conflict even though Roosevelt (as W. Chamberlin convincingly demonstrated in his
book “America's Second Crusade”) did everything to
make it inevitable; or the old Choshu group in the army,
which was traditionally pro-German but wanted to wait, or the men of the large-scale
conquest in the Kwan tung army, the “young Choshu group” —
or even the cautious, who said that Japan should play dead and only
intervene when its weight would be decisive in the war.

at all costs. It had to do everything in its power to find out which way the pendulum was swinging in
Tokyo. For the Soviet Union, it was a matter of life and death
whether it could withdraw its Siberian troops from Siberia and deploy them against the German
surge in time — or whether, under certain circumstances, it would be unable to hold Moscow and be driven deep back into the East.

at that time.

If that is true and not just a ‘Persilschein’ for the denazification tribunal,
then Ambassador Ott acted contrary to clear German interests.
However, his influence in Japan was not great; he was a
a soldier, knew little about Japan from his own experience, and had never expected to be given this important diplomatic post in his life. He took up his post completely unprepared
— incidentally, no one was as surprised by his appointment as ambassador to Tokyo as the astute Japanese ambassador in Berlin, General Oshima. The background to Ott's appointment, which also deserves to be clarified, was that the
German ambassador in Tokyo, Baron von Schlippenbach, had been summoned to Berlin on 10 March 1933 and dismissed.
He was replaced by General von Schlippenbach, who was a close confidant of Hitler.
was as surprised as the astute Japanese ambassador in Berlin, General
Oshima. Ott's appointment, the background to which also deserves to be clarified
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— unless the old Schleicher clique had a hand in it
— was unfortunately a product of genuine German bureaucratic stubbornness. Because
the Japanese sent a general, namely Oshima, to Germany as ambassador
who had a thorough knowledge of German psychology and
knew Germany like the back of his hand, loved it, and spoke excellent
German, they also sent a general who had only once served in a
Japanese artillery regiment in Nagoya and had been German military attaché in Tokyo for a short time
as a German military attaché in Tokyo, but who was quite unfamiliar with Japanese politics
and the economy. Furthermore, General Ott was no
friend of National Socialism and was close to the opposition and semi-opposition
Reichswehr circles, which, after their experiences with General
Colonel General Beck and General von Schleicher. Certainly, General Ott was not a member of the resistance
and certainly not a traitor — but he was politically lukewarm, did what he was told, and was so opposed to Hitler in his heart that those around him could speak disparagingly about him.
This was especially true of Dr. Sorge, who had known Mrs. Ott for some time — another unexplained circumstance — and quickly became the ambassador's confidant in all matters.

This was only seen as evidence of a superior mind... The ambassador
never even thought to inquire in Berlin about the past of this
interesting journalist who was so well connected at the embassy.
But he cannot even be blamed for that, because the political attaché, Colonel Meisinger, a member of the Secret State Police who was responsible for investigating Sorge's past,
But one cannot even blame him too harshly for this, because the police attaché, Colonel Meisinger, a man of the secret state police, who
by virtue of his office should have looked into Sorges' past and kept a discreet eye on him, did nothing of the sort.

It is interesting in this context that the envoy Erich Kordt
later expressed the opinion that Ambassador Ott had been dismissed “for resistance.”

Soon after, the spy ring was uncovered. A young Japanese man, Ito Ritsu, was
suspected of “dangerous thoughts,” i.e., subversive activities, and was arrested by
the police in Tokyo. He confessed immediately and accused a woman named
Kitabayashi Tomo of spying for the communists. In reality,
he probably only knew that she was a communist. But in fact,
this woman was a sub-agent of Miyagi and immediately betrayed him. Miyagi
was arrested, and the police lay in wait at his house. There,
on October 14, 1941, they also arrested Ozaki. On October 18, Klausen was arrested

one of the best in the world—Ambassador Ott and Police Colonel Meisinger
stormed the Japanese authorities' offices to “free” their Sorge
.
In Berlin, they downplayed the case—to cover themselves.
It was only after a year that a brave German woman
who worked in a defense office in Manchuria, drew attention to the case.
Now Ambassador Ott was asked to report on the matter. Ott had to
report in detail on the case and was recalled. In Russia,
an ambassador involved in such unbelievable events would have been arrested for
“lack of revolutionary vigilance” and the whole case
would have been thoroughly investigated. But Ambassador Ott remained in Beijing until the
end of the war.
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Police Colonel Meisinger now demanded — after the damage had been done
, requested the Gestapo files from Berlin. Everything was beautifully laid out in them
— Sorge's early activities as a communist, the suspicion that he was
working as an agent for Soviet authorities, everything that Meisinger should have known
and established years earlier. He handed the file to the Japanese authorities
authorities — not even an investigation was launched against him for
his dereliction of duty in trusting the Soviet spy Dr. Sorge.
The Americans found him still working as a police attaché (Gen. Willoughby
erroneously writes: Gestapo chief, which never existed in Japan) in Tokyo and later deported him to Poland.
later deported him to Poland.
The Japanese, however, conducted a very thorough investigation, with all legal safeguards in place,
against the spy ring. Sorge and Ozaki were
sentenced to death and executed; the others received long prison sentences,
from which they were freed by the Americans in 1945. Klausen returned to the
Soviet Union.
